West Chicago School District #33 practices Integrated Pest Management, a program that 

combines preventative techniques, Non-chemical pest control method, and the appropriate use 

of pesticides with a preference for products that are the least harmful to human health and the 

environment. Applications of pesticides are made only when deemed necessary to control a 

pest problem and after trying other means to control the problem. The term “pesticide” includes 

insecticides, herbicides, rodenticides, and fungicides.
